The applicant has filed this first application under Section 439 of Cr.P.C
for grant of bail, who has been arrested and is in custody since 4/4/2024, n
connection with Crime No.229/2024, registered at Police Station, Piplani, Distt.
Bhopal for the offence punishable under Sections 354(gha)(1)(i) of IPC,
Section 11(iv)/12 of POCSO Act, 2012.

It is the submission of learned counsel for the applicant that he is
suffering confinement since 4/4/2024 and charge sheet has already been filed,
therefore, learned counsel for the applicant prayed for temporary bail on the
ground that the applicant is a student of Ist year of BBA course and long drawn
confinement would adversely affect his prospects as student. Now he learnt the
lesson hardway and would mend his ways to become better citizen by not
mvolving in any such activity in future and would not cause any
embarrassment/harassment to the complainant side in any manner. He is ready
to abide by all the terms and conditions as may be imposed by this Court.
Upon these grounds, counsel prayed for grant of bail.

Parents of applicant Mr. Pradeep Sharma and Mrs. Asha Sharma
appeared before this Court and on behalf of applicant, they gave undertaking
that they will take care of their son and would ensure that he shall not cause any
embarrassment or harassment to the complainant m any manner. They are

ashamed of what their son had done. It is further submitted that they also have
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a daughter, who 1s an Air Hostess in Airlines, therefore, they are sensitive about

the cause.

Learned counsel for the respondent/State opposed the prayer and
submits that applicant constantly harassed the victim and the statement under
Section 164 of the CrPC indicates that she has been constantly harassed
through whatsapp mode, by stalking and by calling victim at any time with
vulgar conversation.

At this stage, learned counsel for the applicant fairly submits that
applicant be given temporary bail for two months, so that meanwhile, he may
engage in creative pursuits and community service so that his alleged ego may
be melted and thereafter looking to his conduct, bail be confirmed.

Heard learned counsel for the parties at length and perused the case
diary.

After gomng through the entire case diary and the submissions of
respondent/State, it appears that allegations are very ugly in nature and it is not
expected from a student of BBA, who intends to make future in Managerial
cadre and belongs to apparently good family background. But at the same time,
it appears that the applicant is a student, therefore, chance be given for course
correction so that he can mend his ways to become a better citizen by not
mvolving in crimmal activities especially in the nature of Section 354(D) of the
IPC and Sections 11 and 12 of the POCSO Act. Therefore, this Court intends
to allow the bail application as temporary measure for two months with certain
directions for community service so that applicant may learn a lesson and
would engage in creative pursuits for better future.

Therefore, the applicant is granted temporary bail for a period of two

months on furnishing a personal bond in the sum of Rs.50,000/- (Rupees Fifty
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Thousand Only) with one solvent surety of the like amount, to the satisfaction
of the trial Court concerned. Temporary bail would be valid till 17/7/2024
and on or before that date, he shall have to surrender. For community
service, he shall have to regularly appear on every Saturday and Sunday at
District Hospital (1250) Bhopal between 9:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m.

This order will remain operative subject to compliance of the following
conditions by the applicant :-

1. The applicant will comply with all the terms and conditions of the
bond executed by him;

2. The applicant will not indulge himself in extending inducement, threat
or promise to any person acquainted with the facts of the case so as to
dissuade him/her from disclosing such facts to the Court or to the Police
Officer, as the case may be;

3. Applicant shall not move in the vicinity of prosecutrix and shall not be
a source of embarrassment and harassment to the complainant party in any
manner. The applicant will not be a source of embarrassment or harassment in
the complamant side in any manner and shall not try to contact her in person or
through electronic mode or through somebody else otherwise benefit of
temporary bail shall be immediately withdrawn.

4. SHO of Police Station Piplani, Bhopal shall inform the complainant
about passing of such order and in case of any complaint made by the
complainant, it would be the duty of SHO to look into the case and inform this
Court about the conduct of the applicant and move an appropriate application
for cancellation of bail. On receipt of any such complaint from the victim, the

Station House Officer of the concerned police station, in turn, shall inform the
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Copy of this order be sent to the trial Court concerned for compliance
from the office of this Court.

Applicant shall surrender before the trial Court on or before 17/7/2024.
