Heard the learned Senior Counsel Sri. Arun Shyam
M., along with the learned counsel Sri. Kadloor
Satyanarayanacharya for the petitioner in person and Sri.
Shasikiran Shetty, the learned Advocate General through
video conference along with learned Additional

Government Advocate in person.

02. Pursuant to the order dated 07.11.2025,
learned Additional Government Advocate placed on record,
the order dated 12.11.2025 passed by the respondent
No.3 - Tahsildar and Executive Magistrate Chittapur,
according permission to the petitioner to conduct route

march, which reads as under:-
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03. Copy of the aforesaid order, along with its
enclosures is served on learned Senior Counsel for the
petitioner.

04. Learned Senior Counsel for the petitioner while
appreciating and acknowledging the efforts made by the
respondent - Authorities led by learned Advocate General
in according the permission, however, places a request
that instead of restricting maximum number of
participants in the route march at 300, same may be
increased to 600 and that instead of restricting the
number of persons in the band group at 25, same may be
increased to 50.

05. He further submits that the aforesaid request
be considered as one time measure. He assures that the
petitioner and his organization would ensure adherence
and compliance to all other conditions imposed in the
aforesaid order and would also cooperate in maintaining

law and order.
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06. In response, the learned Advocate General
submits that the number of participant is restricted at 300
taking into consideration the similar route march
conducted by the organization of the petitioner in the
surrounding areas which was in the range of participants
numbering 150 to 250. Thus, the restriction of humbers of
participants at 300 is fixed based on the data collected

from the surrounding areas.

07. Learned Senior counsel for the petitioner in
reply submits that at least the respondent - authorities be
directed to permit the band group of 50 members, instead
of 25 members, which is fairly accepted by learned
Advocate General to increase the number of band group

members from 25 to 50.

08. Submission placed on record.

09. Thus, except the above change in the condition
No.2 of the order extracted above, rest of the conditions of

the order remain intact. That is, the petitioner and his
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organization is permitted to takeout the route march on
16.11.2025 between 03.00 p.m. to 05.30 p.m. with
maximum 300 participants as per condition No.1 and band
group consisting of 50 participants instead of 25 as per

condition No.2.

10. The petitioner and his organization shall ensure
all other conditions of the order dated 12.11.2025 passed
by respondent No.3 - Tahasildar as extract herein above,
are complied with and adhere to without any violation

thereof.

11. In the light of the above, the petition is

disposed of.

In view of the disposal of the main petition, the
pending I.As. do not survive for consideration, the same

are disposed of accordingly.
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This Court places on record its appreciation to the
efforts of learned Sri. Shasikiran Shetty, Advocate General
and his team, District Administration and the State
Authorities and the cooperation equally rendered by Sri.
Arun Shyam M., learned Senior Counsel and Sri. Kadloor
Satyanarayanacharya, learned counsel on record and the

petitioner, in amicable resolution of the matter.
